Eligibility:

The Past Grand Chiefs Scholarship is available to Sons of Scotland members in good
standing, or their children or grandchildren. Applicants must have successfully completed
one year/semester of full-time study at a recognised Canadian post-secondary institution.
Selection will be made mainly on the basis of academic achievement. Families of
Executive Board members are not eligible.
